Handwashing : Clean Hands Save Lives

Keeping hands clean through improved hand hygiene is one of the most important
steps we can take to avoid getting sick and spreading germs to others. Many
diseases and conditions are spread by not washing hands with soap and clean,
running water. If soap and water are not available, use an alcohol-based hand
sanitizer that contains at least 60% alcohol to clean hands. (According to CDC,
Center for Disease Control and Prevention)

The 4 Principles of Hand Awareness
Wash your hands when they are dirty and BEFORE eating
Do NOT cough into your hands
DO NOT sneeze into your hands
Above all, DO NOT put your fingers into your eyes, nose or mouth

**  Cover your mouth and nose with a tissue when coughing or sneezing, OR cough
or sneeze into the upper sleeve, NOT into one's hand
** Wash hands with soap and water or use alcohol-based hand sanitizer afterwards.

What is the right way to wash your hands?

- Wet your hands with clean, running water (warm or cold) and apply soap.

- Rub your hands together to make a lather and scrub them well; be sure to scrub
the back of your hands, between your fingers, and under your nails.
