I am a late bloomer when it  comes to athletics.  I was never the type to 

get picked first.

Worship also comes to you as an invitation to reflect on the principles that 

guide your life.  Are you living in such as a way as to be fit for God?  

January 1 marks a chance for new starts.  As folks are recycling 2010 

calendars, many are signing up for gym memberships and trying out new 

diets.  By making resolutions, we are holding up a new set of principles to 

live by.  What would it look like if we did the same with our relationship 

with God? 

 

One trainer I had said, “Your goals will only work if you share them with 

another who can hold you accountable.”  The good news is that we are not 

alone in this soul work.  The church is a community where we might share 

common goals that we might be accountable to one another as we deepen 

our relationship with God.
