As we as a church family gather for worship this
March, we do so beginning Wednesday, March 9, in the
season of Lent. There are 46 days between Ash
Wednesday and Easter Sunday, but we claim as
tradition that there are 40 days in Lent. Are
Christians just poor at math? No, rather we are claiming a spiritual truth
in this season. There are no “Sundays” in the penitential season of Lent
as Sunday is our weekly re-celebration of the Easter story where a living
Christ is proclaimed.

With our 40 days of Lent, I want to invite you to consider a very
Methodist idea:t h e Me a n s Fooofir foGhdealehe Wesley, the
means of grace were those “outward signs, words, or actions ordained by
God, and appointed for this end - to be the ordinary channels whereby he
might convey to men preventing, justifying, or sanctifying grace.”
Perhaps a modern metaphor might be: they are God’s emails where grace
is the attachment. Embedded within these “signs, words, and actions” is
the very grace of God that invites us into a transforming relationship,
reshapes us, and draws us deeper into God’s purposes.

Wesley saw the means of grace taking two forms: acts of piety and
acts of mercy and justice. The acts of piety are fasting, prayer, study of
scripture, sacraments, and worship and fellowship. We will be unpacking
these acts of piety each Sunday in worship during Lent. The acts of
mercy and justice are works of reverence that connect us with God and
others. They include doing good works; visiting the sick, imprisoned, and
homebound; feeding and clothing those in need; and faithful use of our
resources.

Much of the classical language about Lent relates to “giving up
something.” Some will try on life changes in this 40 day process: giving
up chocolate, television, or caffeine. Others may give up something less
tangible like 30 minutes of sleep to add a spiritual discipline like prayer or
study. As we as a church come into Lent, I want to invite you to
prayerfully consider how you are living into these means of grace. Rather
than giving something up, we have the opportunity to take up and take
seriously our relationship with Christ in this season.

Blessings and grace to you in this season of Lent!
